BOOKING INFORMATION FOR 2007 — PLEASE READ!

RULES WHICH APPLY TO ALL CAMPERS

There is no visitation between boys and girls tents

2. The following activities are NOT permitted on site or on any camp activity.

a) SMOKING b) DRINKING ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE (This includes coming back on site having
consumed alcohol off site - please understand this rule, strictly NO alcohol!)

If you can not adhere to these rules please do not apply. The breaking of the above rules MAY result in

those concerned being sent home.

3. Campers are not allowed in the Cook House area.

4. The Dining Marquee is out of bounds except at meal times or for a specially arranged activity.

5. Campers must not miss meals without permission (usually only given for lunchtime).

6. This is a Christian camp and all campers are expected to attend the evening services, these are specially
